Tucson, Arizona in August; what could be more refreshing? It 
must be the annual SCI board meeting and Chapter Presidentsô 
workshop. I go to the Tucson board meeting every August, and 
I have attended several of the workshops, held each Monday 
and Tuesday before the start of the normal board meeting 
schedule. They are very informative and lots of fun, as well. I 
highly recommend that every chapter send their next in-line 
president to this annual seminar, preferably a year before they 
become president of the chapter. Just ask anyone that has at-
tended this seminar and they would agree with me whole heart-
edly. You will definitely want to send your incoming president 
next year as the board meeting and training seminar is going to 
be held in Jackson, Wyoming. 

During the seminar and board meeting everyone had a chance 
to visit some with John Eichinger, the new executive director of 
SCI. John had only been on the job a few days, but seemed to 
fit right it with the SCI system. Everyone thinks the executive 
board has made a good decision and hired the right guy for the 
job. 

The Convention Committee is working hard to put together an-
other record-breaking convention January 23-26, 2008. If you 
are planning to attend, it is time to make your reservations. 
Some of the hotels are already booked up. This year the Pep-

permill will be the host hotel. They have just completed a 300 
million dollar expansion that includes a new 62,000 square foot 
ballroom that will hold almost 1,000 more people than the 
Grand Sierra ballroom held. All of the evening dinner events 
will be held in this new ballroom. 

SCIôs membership is continuing to see a steady net growth 
from the current Membership Drives. Our current total member-
ship is just below 53,000 members.  

There is an all new youth membership on the horizon. The Ex-
ecutive board has approved $200,000 to launch this program 
after much research into what is needed to be a worthwhile 
program for youth members, not just a membership card and a 
magazine as in the past. SCI is also opening up a new Cana-
dian office shortly. It will take time, but it is hoped that our pres-
ence in Canada will bring in new members and chapters as 
well in the coming years. 

The Trophy Records Committee, as promised, launched the 
new virtual record book in January, during the convention. It 
has already paid for the initial investment. Pictures of the top 
ten trophies are currently being downloaded, and the book is 
updated on a daily basis. It is anticipated that by September 
you will be able to see scientific data, maps and taxonomic 
notes. Right now you can go online and look up any record 
book entries by species, location, guide, method of take, top 
ten, or hunterôs name. World Hunting Awards, Grand Slams 
and Inner Circle achievement levels are coming in the future.  

The Matching Grants committee reports that, with June starting 
a new fiscal year, they have lots of matching money available 
to chapters for qualifying education, humanitarian, and conser-
vation projects. All chapters are eligible for up to a maximum of 
$2,000 in matching money as long as that amount does not 
exceed 50% of a chapterôs 30% contribution. If a chapterôs 30% 
was less than $4,000, National will still match that amount dol-
lar for dollar up to 50% of a chapters 30% contribution.  

 I hope to see you all at the National Convention in Reno. I also 
plan to attend all of the chapter banquets listed in the Schedule 
of Events. I would like to see a lot more chapter-to-chapter sup-
port in the region, by members attending as many of these ban-
quets as possible. Remember, we are all ñFirst For Huntersò

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Mike Rex visited Enumclaw, climbing upon a horse and receiving a guided tour through wooded acreage right outside Enumclaw's 
back door. 

He was a guest of the Enumclaw Forested Foothills Recreation Association, a two-year old advocacy group with a simple goalðto 
preserve 10,000 acres of land, sparing it from any chance of development. 

EFFRA's goal has focused on the area bounded by state Route 169 on the west and the Federated Forest on the east, the Green 
River on the north and the White River on the south. 

ñI grew up riding horses in Federal Way,ò Carter said, noting how rampant development overtook that lifestyle. 

EFFRA's goal is protect some of those idyllic opportunities for current and future generations. The goal is to maintain, or enhance, 
fish and wildlife resources while providing a variety of recreational opportunities. 

Leery of even using the term, Carter said EFFRA is not a band of ñtree huggers.ò 

In fact, she wouldn't mind seeing some ñprotectedò land set aside for commercial logging ventures. The money generated, she 
said, could be funneled back into conservation efforts. 

The county has allocated $3.2 million with the goal of expanding its Mount Peak holdings, and is talking with three parties who own 
land near the top of the south side, Carter said. 

Looking to meet its goal of having 10,000 set aside for recreational use, EFFRA has identified three key parcels. The largest is 
owned by the Hancock corporation and totals 8,500 acres; the remaining acreage is held 
by private parties. 

Carter said the Cascade Land Conservancy is already talking to one of the private land-
owners and King County authorities have talked to Hancock about the large parcel, sim-
ply letting the timber company know there's an option on the table, should Hancock de-
cide to sell the acreage. 

The third landowner, Carter said, had not been contacted. 

Other visitors include King County Executive Ron Sims; county council members Larry 
Phillips, Larry Gossett and Julia Patterson; state Sen. Pam Roach; state Rep. Dan 
Roach; Brian Bowden of the National Park Service; Bob Burns of the county's Depart-
ment of Natural Resources; and Mark Isaacson, with the county's Parks and Recreation 
Department.
